
The St. Philip Catholic Central High School 2011 Athletic Hall of Fame 
Induction Ceremony is dedicated to Pete and Lois Werner. Their 
commitment to Catholic education in Battle Creek began twenty-nine 
years ago. As members of our faith community, Lois is a lifetime 
parishioner of St. Joseph Church and Pete a member for 41 years. They 
serve as Eucharistic Ministers and participate weekly in Perpetual 
Adoration at the St. Philip Seton Center Chapel.   
 
Pete and Lois are co-founders of the All Saints Drawdown, All Saints 
Superfest co-chairs and Superfest Auction Committee co-chairs for 20 

years. Pete has served on the athletic association board, Dad’s Club, as member and President of 
the high school board and currently on the Parish Council. Lois is a contributor for the St. Joseph 
Parish newsletter, has taught religious education and is a past member of the St. Joseph School 
Mother’s Club. Both have been involved with strategic planning initiatives for the schools, 
development of marketing programs and capital campaign leadership. They are the Honorary 
Chairpersons for this year’s BCACS Foundation Annual Fund Drive.  
 
Their daughter, Jaimee, is a 1996 graduate of St. Philip. Pete and Lois have two granddaughters, 
Mylee and Mackenzee who is in Kindergarten at St. Joseph School. 
  

 
Jim Atchley, Class of 1942 
Jim is considered “one of STP’s best athletes, first as a center forward in 
the cage sports and as the “Ace” pitcher in baseball.” (Scene Magazine) 
During Jim’s high school years, boys’ baseball and basketball were the 
only sports offered and Jim lettered 2 years in basketball and 3 years in 
baseball. Following graduation, Jim enrolled at Michigan State University 
with a baseball scholarship. However, the following year, Jim volunteered 
for military duty. Jim served in the South Pacific and was discharged in 
1946. Just out of the service, he returned to Battle Creek and began 
playing baseball. 

 
In 1946, Jim was offered a contract to play with the Class C Northern League in Duluth, 
Minnesota. The following year, he went on to play for the Class D Kitty League in Hopkinsville, 
Kentucky. He advanced to the Class B Tri State League in 1948 and then to the Class A League 
in Macon, Georgia in the South Atlantic League in 1949. In 1950, he went on to play in the 
Pacific Coast League, Class AAA in Los Angeles, California, but soon transferred to the 
Southern League in Nashville, Tennessee. Jim continued his baseball career which took him to 
the Texas League in Houston, Oklahoma City and Tulsa, Oklahoma. During his career, he posted 
118 wins and 64 losses. His teams won the Shaugnhessy Play-Offs in 1947 through 1950 and 
1954, and won the first half in 1952.  
 
Jim retired from baseball in 1956 and returned to Battle Creek where he began his 28-year career 
at Kellogg’s. Jim coached baseball at St. Philip with Coach Kerry Fitzgerald. He and his first 
wife, Virginia, had four children. Virginia passed away in 1970. He then married Helen Magers 
with whom he enjoys his retirement, sports and family!

Mark Stoimenoff, Class of 1972 
During high school, Mark earned eight Varsity letters in football, 
basketball and track & field. He was captain of the basketball team his 
senior year and of the track team his junior and senior year. His senior 
year, he earned the Student-Athlete-Leadership Award. In 1972, he 
competed in the state track meet winning the high jump and third place in 
both the high hurdles and the low hurdles. 
   
Mark remains forever grateful for his career at St. Philip which led to a full 
scholarship to Ohio State University. During his time at OSU, he lettered 

four years in track. Mark competed in the Penn Relays in 1975 and the Ohio Relays in 1974, 
winning the high jump. He placed third in the high jump in the Big Ten Track Meet in 1975. 
Mark surpassed his own high jump record set in 1974 (6’10”) setting the new OSU record of 
7’1/4” in 1975. 
 
Mark and his wife, Laurel, have been married 33 years. They have a daughter, Allisa and a son, 
Tim. Mark was the high jump coach at Corona del Sol High School from 2001-2007 and 
volunteer high jump official in Tempe, AZ. He is a Certified Financial Planner and partner in 
Arizona Benefits Consultants, LLC. 
 
Athletics were a large part of Mark’s experience at St. Philip. He expressed, “The best part, 
regardless of what sport, was being a part of the team. Learning to trust others, knowing others 
depended upon you, having a common goal, celebrating a win or commiserating over a loss – it 
was all better because you were surrounded by your teammates. The lessons learned carried 
through to college, my family, profession and entire life.” 
 
 

 
Terry O’Brien, Class of 1973 
During his days at St. Philip, Terry lettered in Varsity basketball two 
years and Varsity baseball three years. Considered an exceptional baseball 
player at St. Philip, he played pitcher and shortstop. His senior year, he 
pitched two 1-hit games and three 2-hit games. A majority of the games 
he had double digit strikeouts including 15 against Quincy and 14 against 
Portland St. Patrick. He hit a grand slam home run in the Cereal City 
Classic beating Springfield 11-1. He was a member of the 1973 team that 
made it to the state semi-final game. 



 
Terry earned a full athletic scholarship to play baseball at Glen Oaks Community College. His 
freshman year, he went 11-1 and threw three no-hitters. He received All Region 12 Honors, 
MVP of the Conference and First Team All Conference. He received a full athletic scholarship to 
Western Michigan University, where he lettered for three years, compiling a 9-11 record. He led 
the Broncos in strike outs his senior year and pitched a one-hitter against Ball State University. 
Due to injury, Terry had to decline the opportunity to play professionally as a free agent.  
 
Terry and his wife, Mercedes, have three sons and one daughter. He observed that “St. Philip 
gave me the opportunity to play as a sophomore and showcase my skills. The education and 
coaching received prepared me for the college level.”
